Super Quiz March-in & Relay Instructions- Gregori High School Gymnasium 
March-in (begins at 1:20, please begin line up at 1:15) Gregori High Coach will direct. 
Teams will march in from the west and east side of the gym alternating sides (east and west).  A sign with the school name will be placed outside the gym indicating where teams are to wait and in the order teams will enter.  The sign can be carried by the first student leading the team inside the gym.   See Super Quiz diagram for team entrance order.
The three varsity students will take their seat on the floor and the rest of the team will join their coach in the bleachers (coaches please stand up so your team knows where to sit). 

Seating 
The event coordinators have determined seating in the bleachers for schools/teams (see Super Quiz diagram). Signs will be placed on the bleachers to mark each team’s seating area. Family and friends may be seated behind all teams in the bleachers. 

Seating assignments remain the same for the Awards Ceremony (following the social).    Seating on the gym floor will rotate annually with the exception of the previous year’s winning team(s) (seated front and center). 

Super Quiz Oral Relay (1:40 – 3:00 PM approximate times): The oral super quiz will be an  independent test.  The team of three students per division will sit one behind the other with the  proctor seated to the side facing the students.  The super quiz process will be as follows: 

A.  After a question is read by the emcee each student will respond on their own scantron form  

      without discussion. The question will be projected on a large screen in front of the arena. 

B. 
When time (seven seconds) is called the proctor will circle each response with a special blue pencil that allows the form to be run through the scantron machine. 

C.  After the correct response is given the proctor will hold up a paddle with a number on it corresponding with the number of correct responses for that question (1, 2, or 3). 

D. The steps are repeated for 10 questions per division (varsity, scholastic, and then honors). 
Challenges:  Super Quiz Relay challenges can be made up to fifteen minutes after the event.  A challenge to a question must be accompanied by the published correct information.   

Awards Ceremony (3:50 – 5:30 PM approximate times): Awards will be given for five places per division (regular team members) and five places for all alternates.
