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COMPETITION DAY GENERAL RULES

CHEATING

If a proctor finds a contestant involved in any unauthorized communication or copying from another contestant, the proctor must report the incident to the competition manager.  The decision of the competition manager will be final and irrevocable.

IDENTIFICATION NUMBERS

All test materials pertaining to an individual contestant must contain his/her identification number in order to be acceptable for scoring.  A two-digit number will be assigned to each TEAM.  Each member of the team will have a four-digit identification number that will begin with the two-digit TEAM number.

LEAVING THE TEST ROOM

If a contestant must leave the test room for any reason, he/she must first secure the permission of the proctor, and the time lost may NOT be made up.

SUPER QUIZ

This event is held before a large audience; therefore, spectators are requested to be as quiet as possible in order to give each contestant an equal opportunity.  NO books or notes are allowed in the contestants’ area in the bleachers or on the competition floor.  Coaches are not allowed to associate with team members while they are in the super quiz arena.  

TARDINESS

Contestants are responsible for being in the test room, and in the super quiz arena, at the start of testing.  If a contestant is tardy, he/she will NOT be allowed to make up time lost.

TEST MATERIALS

All materials necessary for taking the various written tests will be supplied.  Acceptable calculators will be allowed for use during the Math portion of the test only.  Only the scantron answer sheets will be scored.  Answers in the test booklets will NOT be scored.  

TEST SCORES

Scoring results will be given to the team coach immediately following the awards ceremony.  Coaches will have fifteen (15) minutes to protest a score.  After the fifteen minute period all scores are final.

CONDUCT

Appropriate conduct on the part of both student participants and coaches is expected.  Incidents of misconduct will be referred to the competition manager and may result in a student, or team, being disqualified from participation.  This includes calling out answers during Super Quiz.
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
